National Board Certification is achieved through a rigorous performance-based 
assessment that takes between one and three years to complete and measures what 
teachers and school counselors should know and be able to do. 
 
Glenbard East teacher English teacher Larry Mroczek and music teacher Joanne May 
mentored these teachers through the certification process.  
 
National studies have found evidence that National Board Certification is an effective 
indicator of teacher quality, and students of National Board Certified-teachers did a 
measurably better job on year-end tests than students whose teachers did not have 
national certification.
